I have been asked to contribute an apprecia-
tion of the life and work of the late Capt. G. V.
Modak. Very few of our countrymen have taken
an interest in the study of military science or the
‘problems connected with the defence of India.
'Capt. Modak is one of the few who have done so.
Apart from his natural bent for the study of mili-
‘tary problems, he strove to acquire a practical
knowledge of these problems by enlisting in the
‘Gwalior army, in which he served for a period of
‘twenty-three years, and by serving as a commi-
ssioned officer in the Great War of 1914. He has
also studied the history of the war in India, espe-
«cially during the Mahratta period, and equipped
himself for an understanding of the problems of
defence. The point of view from which he has
-approached the subject is that of all patriotic
Indians, viz. how to enable India to defend her-
self and stand on her own legs. He has succeeded
in showing that the object is quite feasible, provi-
-ded only we have a national government sympa-
thising with the ambitions of the Indian people
and willing to take the necessary measures for the
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attainment of the object. Mr. Modak has spared
no pains to acquire as full a knowledge as possible
of the subjects on which he has written. He has
done valuable service to the country, ,and India
 owes him a debt of gratitude.

I have great pleasure in puttig on paper my
impressions about the late lamented Captain G.
V. Modak. Captain Modak was out and out
a military man, straightforward, bold, frank and
intent upon action. As a Military officer, he had
conducted operations in France during the last
world war, and was deeply impressed and strongly
convinced about the high character and heroic
virtues of our Indian soldiers. He was thoroughly
convinced that if only we could train officers of
our own to lead our soldiery, the problem of the
defence of India would be finally and satisfactorily
solved, and the Indian Exchequer would be per-
manently relieved of the heavy financial burden
of maintaining a foreign costly army. He always
felt it to be a humiliation to the whole Indian
nation that India should stand in need of a
foreign defence force. So both on financial and
patriotic grounds, Captain Modak tried ‘to con-
vince the Indian leaders of the soundness of his
views. Unfortunately, owing to circumstances
beyond anybody’s control, Captain Modak could
not achieve anything practical in this direction.

Captain Modak was not only a soldier but
also a close student of military strategy. His book
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on the Battle of Pratabgarh bears ample testi-
mony to his studies in this field. This I gather -
from the reviews that appeared in the press, when
the book was published in 1927.

I. came in close contact with Captain Modak
in 1937; when the Government of Bombay
appointed him on the Physical Education Com-
mittee of which I became the elected Chairman.
We worked together for three months. During all
these, months Captain Modak worked restlessly.
His enthusiasm knew no bounds. He thought, and
thought rightly, that here was an opportunity for
him to put into practice his long cherished ideals
about Physical Education which he looked upon
as a preparation for a bold type of citizenship
including a career in the army. As a result of his.
past experience and new incessant labour, Captain
Modak presented a complete scheme of Physical
Education for the consideration of the committee,,
and though his Scheme could not be accepted
in toto, I have no hesitation in declaring that
the recommendations of that Committee in
their various aspects bear a deep impress of
Captain Modak’s suggestions.

Impatient by nature, Captain Modak was not
satisfied with Physical Education programmes that
would bear fruit after years, although he frankly
recognised the utility of such programmes for the

ultimate uplift of our nation. He wanted some-
thing that would show immediate results by way
of fostering those virtues in our youths which
would make them a living force in the land with
their national consciousness, patriotism and capa--
city for action. Towards this end Captain Modak.
formulated the Short Term Courses which were
finally recommended by the Committee to Govern--
ment  with some necessary changes..
Although practical difficulties came in the way of

Government in instituting these Short Term
Courses exactly according to the Committee’s.
recommendations, the work that has already been
done along these lines since 1938, :is sufficient to-
carry conviction to anybody that the Short Term
Courses -programme has been very valuable in
promoting Physical Education in our Province

with laudable results. We owe a deep debt of
gratitude to Captain Modak for making the short

Term courses a part of our Physical Education:
programme.

Had the Captain lived longer, he would have
been a national asset. His untimely death is a.
national loss. I mourn it deeply.

It is a laudable effort of some of his friends to
-commemorate Capt. Modak’s memory by issuing a
volume illustrating his great activity in the cause
.of military education being given to Indians in order
to enable them to defend their own country with-
-out outside help. The deplorable situation of
India in the midst of the present world war ( July
1943 ) is brought home to us more vividly than
‘when Capt. Modak died two years ago. I am
much obliged to the organizer for having given
me this opportunity of recording my reminiscen-
.ces of a gentleman whom I did not know before
and whose life’s mission brought me in his contact
for some years.

I think I can claim to be one tof those who
have watched the career of Capt. Modak for good
many years with intense curiosity and interest.
Whatever might be his achievements and :failures
there cannot be two opinions of his genuine patri-
otism and tone of the military science. His in-
tellectual powers were keen and cast in original
mould. From the beginning he had to face
immense opposition and difficulties, which, I
think, became overwhelming for him as he advan-
«ced in life and studies.
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I remember meeting him for the first time in
Bombay somewhere about 1926, and hearing him
patiently along with my friend Sir Jadunath Sarkar
‘when Capt. Modak unfolded to us his ingenious

“.exposition of several Maratha battles recorded in
history, interpreting the then prevailing tactics
in terms of the modern military developments.
Through illustrations, maps, and sketches which
he had prepared at great expense of labour and
money, he explained to us the Afzalkhan incident
or what is now called the battle of Pratapgad,
which he afterwards issued in a large Marathi
volume. After hearing Capt. Modak several
times, we both felt, that versatile as Capt. Modak
was, in his military profession, he imported into
‘Shivaji’s time the modern developments hardly
suspected in those far off days. It is always a
puzzle to.determine accurately, what is new and
what is old. Modak’s explanatians were certainly
ingenious but not as convincing to laymen like us.
Capt. Modak was anxious to get the subject.
introduced into the Bombay University and possi-
bly approached me and Sir Jadunath with the
object of securing our sympathies and support in
that direction. But neither of us possessed any
.power or influence with the University, and those
who know the working of that great body in

many other topics of public interest, cannot
2R
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charge us of apathy in pushing on Capt. Modak’s.
project. From what I heard from his own mouth:
for hours and days, I always felt a high admira-
tion for his great soul and for his unyielding
enthusiasm in spreading the knowledge of mili-
tary science among Indians. He possibly lacked
that silent circumspection in overcoming opposi-
tion and converting antagonists into friends. He:
spent his whole life and 1 believe, all his
scanty resources in doggedly pursuing the ideal
he had set before himself. Now that he is dead
and gone, I have nothing but respect and admi-
ration for his heroic struggle in which he lost his
life. It is too true that not failure, but low aim
is a crime. Let us hope his soul may have the
satisfaction of having his dreams fulfilled in the
near future,

I came in contact with Capt. Modak some
years ago, when he came to the Mysore state to
awaken interest in the study of Military Science,
in connection with the University here. I had the
good fortune also of presiding over the meet-
ings held here, both at Bangalore and Mysore to
afford opportunities for furthering objectives of
Capt. Modak’s visits. He held passionately to the
view that military training and study of military
Science ought to be made compulsory in our Uni-
versities, and accordingly sought to the formation
of U.T.Cs.in all the Universities of India.He under-
took a special lecturing tour throughout India and
delivered addressess to enlightened and educated
audiences on this subject at Agra,Lucknow,Benares,
Nagpur, Bombay and the Mysore state. It was
during this lecturing tour that I came in contact
with him. He had information statistical and other
relating to Military matters at his fingers’ ends.
He had written in Marathi on the battles of
Kharda, Vadgaon, Talegaon and Pratapgad. There-
after he wrote his welkown work ‘The Indian
Defence Problem ’. He met distinguished leaders,
political and other, and discussed the question
of advancement of military science and training
in this country, including Mahatma Gandhi,on the
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eve of his departure to London to serve as the
sole Indian representative at the Round Table
Conference. If the disastrous war, which is now on,
has any lesson for us, it should enable us to realise,
the truth underlying Capt. Modak’s life study, viz.
the Defence of this country is the primary duty of
its nationals. In the words of Sir Samuel Hoare
“to alarger extentand greater measure, the responsi-
bility of the Defence of India lies on Indians them-
selves ”. Capt. Modak in his addresses, which
were always brief, impressive and full of point, was
never tired of impressing this cardinal fact upon
his audiences, learned and other. He was not only
enthusiastic in his subject, but also showed a deep
knowleadge of human nature, which enabled him
to anticipate criticism and disarm it in advance. I
~noticed this trait in his mental make up, particu-
larly in the addresses at the Y. M. C. A. at Banga-
lore and to the members of Mysore University
Senate at the University Union at Mysore. If even-
tually the Mysore University and the Mysore
" Government took interest in the formation of
U. T, C. in Mysore, it was largely due to Capt.
Modak’s enthusiasm while here. He galvanised
people into activity with the result that success-
ion of members of the Senate, brought up the sub-
ject of Military study before the Senate again and
again. He has trained a number of young men,
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who are all reported to be serving in the presnt
war. It is undoubted that awakening in the Military
Department as a career, has been largely due to Capt.
Modak’s propaganda. Capt. Modak was a unique
figure in the recent history of India and was perhaps
the one individual, who devoted his heart and
soul; in fact his whole life, for furthering Military
training. A notable figure passed away when he
died on the 17 th Dec. 1941 leaving his wife and
two daughters, and a vast circle of friends and
admirers throughout the country to mourn hisloss.
Dr. Pendse is be to warmly congratulated on his
excellent idea ‘of issuing a commemoration
Volume devoted to his work and teaching. No
better tribute can be paid to the most eminent
services rendered to his native land by the late

Capt. Modak.

I came to know Mr. G. V. Modak when he
was quite young. His deportments with fellows
of his age and younger, even then indicated that he
loved to play the role of a leader. He even then
loved to tell us, much younger than himself,
historical stories or how the battles were won and
lost by the Indians particulary the wars of the
Marhattas with old Rulers of Hydrabad, Mysore
and also the English. For some years afterwards we
lost touch till we heard he left to do his bit in the
Great War of 1914. After his return he set his
heart to make an earnest attempt to solve he
Indian Defence Problem, as he was impressed
with the view that each country to secure its
existence as such should have to evolve its own
-defence, manned, directed, drilled, deciplined,
‘and controlled by the men of the soil, to secure
which,he felt it of paramount importance that the
educated classes and the young generation should
be infused with a knowledge of the necessity to
gain the requisite Military knowledge and training
to fit them to take up arms in defence of the
country when the call would come. He travelled
all over India and delivered his eloquent appeal
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before enlightened audiences. In one of such tours
of X-mas 1934 he travelled with me from Poona
to Bangalore. He hardly slept. I then had the
opportunity of again coming into closer touch
with him. He stayed with us in Bangalore for a:
few days and delivered one of his such lectures in
the City Y. M. C. A. When I met him then, I
always felt that it would have been a blessing, had
he been endowed with a robust health; for we then
felt that his health was not quite good. In spite
of it, he undertook long and tiresome journies and
spared no pains in carrying out his programme of
lectures.

In his last days he made it a point to visit
the two places, Tiruvannamale and Pondechery.
In the one he met the Saint and in the other he
met a Yogi. He then stopped with us in Bangalore .
for a few days. His whole outlook of the world
had been revolutionised. Still we could see how
he keenly felt for the country and its problems.
We could perceive in him the satisfaction of his
having done his duty so far it lay in the poor
human endeavour to do and had resigned himself
with the view that GOD alcne was the real
ordainer of things and the mass of humanity had
to subject itself to HIS WILL.

The news of his passing away from this world
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cast a gloom in our minds who happened to know

him and his deeds.

Let his SOUL rest in peace in the hope that
the seed he has sown in the land of India will grow
in to a huge tree and shower its flowers and
fruits on the generations yet to come,

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INDIAN MILITARY HISTORY

( Report of the iterview with Capt. Modak in
1926, published in many papers )

During my recent visit to Gwalior, I had the
pleasure of interviewing Capt. Modak of the
Gwalior Army who lately distinguished himself
by his remarkably frank, forceful and masterly
presentation of the Indian view-point before the
‘Sandhurst Committee. He had laid great stress
©on creating Indian Military Literature and gettig
all Universities in India prescribe Indian Military
‘History in their curricula of studies. It was with
a view to elicit some further information regar-
ding this subject that I approached Capt. Modak
‘who is thoroughly original in his researches and
has broken new ground in the interpretation of
Indian History more particularly the Maratha
period from the time of the great hero, Shivaji
“to the last decade of the 19th century.

“ How long have you been engaged in these
studies, Capt. Modak ? ” was my first question
-after the necessary courteous preliminaries. *“ This
has been my hobby for the last 20 years and
‘these are the fruits of my labours in this direc-
tion ” said he, pointing to several manuscripts
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interleaved with numerous maps illustrating all
phases of battles described therein.

“ Where did you get the materials from ”
was my next. “ I must thank Messrs. Sane, Raj-
‘wade, Parasnis, Khare and others for unearthing
old, authentic, contemporary chronicles and
records of the Marathas. These were my mate-
rials which  were further supplemented by
contemporary English and French writers ”,
replied Captain Modak,

“Long ago”, he continued, “ Mr. Rajwade,
whose recent death we all so much deplore, wrote
in his 4th Volume of Sources :of Maratha
History in this strain. ““ We regret, there is none
among the research students who can interprete
the letters dealing with the Maratha Wars in their
perfect military significance. Perhaps a day will
come when a military expert will rise among us
to give a correct interpretation of these letters.”
1 have tried to read and explain those records
from a military point of view and had the good
fortune of showing some of my manscripts to the
late lamented Mr. Rajwade. The old man was
very enthusiastic over my work and exclaimed
with characteristic excitement, ““ I would purchase
your chapter on ¢ Maratha Artillery’ even if you
priced it Rs. 300.”
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“l am very soory” pathetically remarked
Capt. Modak “I could not bring any of my work
to light before that great man’s death.”

“I can prove to the hilt ” he continued with
not a little warmth, “ that our ancestors were no
mere marauders or thieves” but were capable
generals and sound statesmen of whom any nation
could be proud. Kingdom found on mere
buccaneering and piracy cannot last for genera-
tions. QOur history has been mis-interpreted
rather-misrepresented by foreign writers for their
own selfish ends. Foreigners have been glorified
at the expense of our own ancestors and students
all over India have to read these distortions of
Indian History.” “How can you expect”, he
went on “ a subject nation to inspire, encourage
and develop patriotism into the hearts of the
children of the soil unless and until they are
taught how their fathers, grandfathers and great—
grand~fathers fought and died for them? Go to
England or Germany or any other advanced
country in the world. You will see that the
children suck patriotism with their mothers’ milk.
From nursery tales to big volumes studied in
colleges, all books are replete with patriotic stories
dealing with their ancestors’ achievements.
There was never, you know, a lack of recruits
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during the Great War in any of the belligerent
nations of the West. Every boy felt it his duty
to fight and die for his country.”

“Don’t you think that there is alack of
enthusiasm on the part of educated Indians in
taking to military career ? ” I interrupted.

“No?”, replied Capt. Modak, “you can
recruit any number of Indians of the right sort,
" provided the artificial bars, racial, communal and .
others are removed. Indian students can hold
their own against those in any part of the world in
any branch of science or art, and with requisite
training in the art of War, they will not lag behind
their comrades of other nationalities. Fortunately
for us the Government policy of distrust is
gradually-though very slowly and cautiously-giving ¥
way to that of trust and confidence and I hope
their enlightened self-inrerest will make them
foster the new spirit in India and increase the
speed of Indianising the army.”

“But ”, he proceeded, “ I don’t want mere
Indianisation. There ought to be a right spirit of
patriotism which would give us a truly. national
army without which no nation can stand on its
own legs; and this would be accelerated by the
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creation of Indian Military Literature as suggested
by me in my evidence before the Skeen Committee.
It must find a place in the curricula of all Indian:
Universities. Indian leaders ought to approach
University authorities to encourage such literature
which is regarded so important in all sister
institutions of the West. Indian battlefields are
within easy reach of the Indian students and they
are sure to appreciate and understand books
properly written on Indian War.”

“Don’t you think that Western Warfare
differs much from its Indian variety and the
former is far superior to the latter ?” I asked.

“ The principles of war are the same through-
out the world for all time. In the east or west,
they have been the same from the time of
Mahabharata or Ramayana. The methods and
means change according to the progress made by
nations in communications, arms and ammunition.
Shivaji’s tactics and strategy are no way less:
remarkable than those of Napoleon or any other
equally famous general of the west. Indian Wars
and battles have not been described as they ought
to be. If they are dealt with in proper spirit, they
would appeal to Indian students more than Jena,
Austirlitz or Waterloo.”
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I enquired.

“I have first to draw public attention to-
such literature and with that object in view I
delivered a series of lectures which-I am glad to
say-were much appreciated at Bombay, Poona,
Kolhapur and Belgaum. Many of the Indian
leaders, including Pundit Malviya have been
impressed with this new idea and have
approved of my work. Itis a national work in
the cause of the nation and I am given to underd
stand that our premier national University of
Benares is going soon to invite me-for delivering
a series of lectures on this subject. I expect other
Universities would follow and after this preliminary
work I am going to publish my first book * The
Battle of Pratapagad 1659, ‘Miscalled’ Murder
of Afzal Khan.” It is a very expensiye work and
it would, indeed, be very hard for me to publish
the whole series unless I am supported by some:
patriotic Indian Prince or University.”

“I hope you will be successful before long in.
enlisting the support of both the Princes and the-
people for such a natignal cause as this!” said L.
It was time for me to depart. 1 apologised to-
Capt, Modak for encroaching so much upon his.
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‘valuable time and thanked him for the courtesy
‘he had :shown me. The interview was really a:
-treat. Capt. Modak has a charming .personality
and still more charming are his easy style and
=:manner of marshalling his arguments.
